Plenary Indulgence:  Bishop Mark has stated 

that those impacted during this time are eligible to 

receive a Plenary Indulgence, which, according to the 

Catechism, removes the temporal punishment due to sin.   

The conditions for the Plenary Indulgence include 

watching a televised Mass, praying the Rosary, the 

Stations of the Cross or other devotions, or at least reciting 

the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and a pious invocation to the 

Blessed Mother, offering this trial in a spirit of faith in God 

and Charity towards one’s brothers and sisters.  There must 

be a true commitment to fulfilling the sacramental 

obligations of Reconciliation and Eucharist as soon as 

possible. The Christian faithful are not obliged to participate 

at Mass on Sunday due to the circumstance of the 

Coronavirus pandemic. This remains in effect until 

notification from Bishop Bartchak. 
 

Stewardship  Reflection   God called Amaziah from his 

daily life to carry forth a mission.  Jesus commissioned the 

12 apostles to preach the Gospel.  He gives them the 

authority they need to do so, and sends them forth.  In the 

second reading St. Paul praises the Lord and reminds us 

that it is “God whose choose us in Him, before the 

foundation of the world.”   

     Like Amaziah and the 12 apostles, each one of us has 

been called to carry out a mission, to be a Christian disciple 

and proclaim the Gospel in all we say and do.  He has given 

us everything that we need to do that.  E very gift we have 

comes by way of gift from the Lord.   

     It is our responsibility to make the choice to recognize 

those gifts and to use them for God’s purposes, to give 

glory to God through sharing out time, talent and treasures 

with all those in need.
